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Adopt-A-Firefighter Lesson Two
Level:
First Grade 

Age Group: 6 year olds

Approximate Time: 20 minutes

Objectives: 
· Children identify the reason it is important for them to know their home address and telephone numbers.

· Children demonstrate they can recite their home address and telephone number through an extension activity.

· Students recite the emergency telephone number if they need the firefighters, paramedics, or police for an emergency.

· Students demonstrate the procedure for reporting an emergency to the local fire department dispatchers.

​

Materials/Supplies:

· Lesson Plan
· Extension activity master Reporting Fire and Smoke Immediately (can be picked up from Gina or Marsha – “we deliver”, too)
· Freddie Boards (to be awarded upon demonstrating their knowledge of home emergency contact information)
Introduction:

Thank you for inviting me back to your classroom.  Discuss one more point on your adoption certificate.  (Favorite sport?) 
Review “Get Out and Stay Out” and “No Fear of Gear” from Lesson One
Hook:

Ask children what they think they would do if their mom or dad fell down the stairs and got hurt.
· Call another grown-up for help

· If no other grown-up is around, call 9-1-1
Ask children what they would do if there was a fire and they had to call the fire department.
· Get out of the house first

· Call 9-1-1 from a neighbor’s house
Clear up any incorrect responses.

Lesson:

Calling 9-1-1 – Talking points:
- What should you tell the 9-1-1 operators when they answer the telephone?


What is the emergency?

Your name


Your address

- Speak clearly and loudly so the operator can hear you.

- Can you find 9-1-1 on the telephone?

- Practice finding 9-1-1 on the telephone, but never call unless it is really an emergency.

- Why is it a bad idea to call us for help if you’re just joking around?


Because someone else might really need us, and then we’re at your house instead.

- Practice saying together, “I have an emergency and I need help” – 

Everyone pretend to hold the phone to your ear.

- Be sure to stay on the telephone until the dispatcher says it is okay to hang up.


The dispatcher may need to ask you more questions, or he/she may need to give you some instructions.  

If there is extra time:

Students decide if these are emergencies.  Should they call 9-1-1?

1) A stranger followed you home from school.

2) You can’t find your cat.
3) There is a fire.

4) You and your mom see a bad car accident.

5) Your dad cooked a really bad dinner and you have to eat it.

6) Your grandma is sleeping and won’t wake up no matter what you do.
Summary

Let’s review – see if you can answer these questions:

1. What number do you call if you have an emergency?

2. What should you tell the emergency dispatcher if you have an emergency? (the type of emergency, your name and your address and telephone number)

3. What is the first thing you tell the dispatcher? (“I have an emergency and I need help”)

4. Why is it important to know your home address and telephone number?  (so you can tell the operator and so we know where to go)
5. Do you think you will know your address and telephone number by the time I visit you again?

6. Why is it a bad idea to call 9-1-1 if there is no emergency?

7. Tell everyone they did a great job.  Next time you visit you’ll talk about what they should do if there is a real fire.
MORE HELPFUL TIPS:

If the kids get restless, slowly move from sitting to standing – or move from standing to sitting.  By changing your position, you will help redirect their attention to you.  But, this will only work a few times.  If you need to do this too often, it will lose its effectiveness.

If one of the students is particularly chatty or disruptive, ask him/her to sit next to you and hold something while you’re talking.  They will feel important, but they’ll also know that you’re keeping your eye on them.  It’s a way to get them to settle down without embarrassing them.
I’m sure the teachers will be helping you handle the kids, but these tips may come in handy.

Remember – the lesson only takes 20 minutes!
